
We had a lot of response
from last issues’ front

page leader about the speed
limit in Fosdyke (see page 3).
No one argued against slowing
down traffic.

Unfortunately it’s highly
unlikely that the county
council would give the time of
day to considering a 20 mph
speed limit through Fosdyke
but it’s interesting to note that
it is something a lot of us are
concerned about.

Perhaps the Parish Council
should consider additional
signage such as “Please respect
our residents (people and
animals alike) 30 mph”  or
“This is a 29.9 mph zone”,
which might make people
keep to 30 mph, or just simply
“Drive safely in Fosdyke 30
mph”.                           

It was also suggested that
the villagers hire a speed gun
to spot law breakers exceeding
the current limit.

Watch out for yellow-
coated locals lurking behind
bushes!

Who else is frustrated with that interuption on iPlayer
when the screen freezes while you’re catching up

with a favourite programme on your TV? You turn off
every other wi-fi device in the house and still “insufficient
bandwidth” comes up. Is there anything you can do?

The estimated top download
speed in Fosdyke is 6.5Mb
(upload about half that), so
buying a Virgin, BT or some
other super-fast package that
promises anything more than
that is just a waste of money. Is
it a case of all getting together to
demand fibre optics are installed
into the village for a faster
connection? Recent news
reports tell us that villages in
other parts of the country have
clubbed together to pay for a
fibre-optic connection - but
often that’s only to the street, not
to the premises, leaving old-
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fashioned copper cabling to
struggle to get anywhere near
the speeds possible.

I was surprised when an
internet connection speed test I
recently carried out (admittedly
it was 6.30 in the morning)
showed my system was capable
of streaming HD TV. Apparently
Sunday evenings are when
internet useage it at its highest,
so avoid then. The BBC website
recommends downloading the
programme (when internet
usage is low in the area - seems
like early morning is a good
time) rather than streaming it
live, and then watching the
programme direct from a flash
drive, for example, later - if your
TV has a USB connection, or
you can use a cable network
connection from your laptop or
PC. In actual fact it might be
better to stream directly from
your router if you have a cable
rather than wi-fi connection -
just a thought.

How many other people have
had this bandwidth problem? Let
us know.

These three
words - ‘what is

truth?’ – are
famously uttered by
Pontius Pilate when
Jesus stands before
him after being
arrested in the
Garden of
Gethsemane. Pilate
questions Jesus,
and by the end of the
conversation Jesus’ fate of being
condemned to death on the
cross is more or less sealed.

Pilate’s question has echoed
down the centuries: ‘what is truth?’
Pilate recognised that ‘truth’ is not
only a relative term, it’s also
ambiguous. Science and
mathematics can seem to pin it
down in an objective way, but that
will only ever be part of the story.
The complexity of human life is
such that it can never be reduced to
mere facts and figures.

Life is not clear cut and simple,
and neither are the choices we all
have to make as we live it. Those
choices are affected by many things
– where we are, who we are with,
our circumstances and those of the
people around us, and so on.

Many of us still struggle with
this; it’s tempting to think that it
would be easier to be told what to
think, to take refuge in absolutes. In
reality, we know that life isn’t like

that. That’s part of the
challenge and the joy
and the pain of being
human. That means
we have to take the
time to ask questions,
to form our own
opinions and views,
and then to exercise
choice and
judgement in the way
we live our lives.
When we think about

truth as it relates to how we are
with each other, how we interact
with each other, there will always
be more than one way to look at
things.

As we make our way through
the season of Lent, we are brought
face to face with many truths: the
truth of our own lives, if we are
honest enough to examine them
and hold them up to the light of
God’s love; the truth of our broken
world, longing for the hope of
divine healing and reconciliation;
the truth of the depth of God’s love
for us, shown in the death of Jesus
on the cross; the truth that out of
despair, God’s gift of new life is
offered to us all in the promise and
the joy of Easter Day. These are the
truths to which Jesus came to
testify. They are the same truths
that you and I are called to proclaim
as his disciples.

MORE with what you say!  I can
never understand why anyone
needs to break any speed limit,
especially in villages and built up
areas.  

I have had some near misses on
occasions when driving out of Bell
Lane, and coming into it, caused by
drivers speeding along at this point,
and have wondered whether it's at
all possible to have "sleeping
policemen" around this turn. I think
this would have the effect of
slowing down speeding motorists. 

In fact, I have just remembered
something that happened several
years ago. I was driving towards the
turn above (out of Bell Lane) -
taking my daughter somewhere -
when a tractor was coming into the
turn and it sped along really fast and
very cleanly took off my right wing
mirror!  (I was driving - as I always
do - well over to my left side). I
bellowed out of the window and
my daughter chased the tractor
driver up the road, and made him
stop!  We then both proceeded to,
very loudly, tell him of his "wrong-
doings" and I told him he (or the
company he worked for) would
most definitely be paying for the
damage to my car. I got his number
plate, etc.  They paid for the mirror,

etc, without any hassle. But just to
say, yes, it is such a stupid place to
use speed.

Also, generally, along Bell Lane
(and I'm sure other places in
Fosdyke) cars can very often be
heard "speeding" along at what is
certainly well over 40 mph,
probably much more on occasions,
and I do feel very strongly that this
needs to be stopped.  As you rightly
say, for instance, a small child or an
elderly person would have no
chance of escaping danger in these
circumstances.  I do think that a 20
mph SPEED LIMIT would
definitely help but think it may take
more than this.  I hope these
comments are useful and wonder if
perhaps anyone (or a group) is
thinking of petitioning in some way
or lobbying those who need to be
lobbied into taking some action
here.  I would certainly sign up to
this.

With many Iphones now in

circulation and also on the
criminals hot list for items to be
stolen, here is a quick guide to
allow you to secure your iphone
and protect all of your personal
data held on your device.

One of the most valuable
sources of personal information that
can be gained are bank details and
passwords.  These can easily be
gained from stolen mobile phones
if they are not protected.

Always ensure your phone has a
phone lock as your first line of
defense.

HOW TO KEEP YOUR DATA
FROM BEING STOLEN 

1. Select Settings
2. Click General
3. Select Restrictions
4. Set a Restrictions passcode
5. Click Enable Restrictions
6. Look for Deleting Apps and

toggle the switch from On to Off.
This will mean that no one can
delete an app such as Find My
iPhone without your Restrictions
passcode

7. Scroll down the list of options
until you reach the Privacy section,
here you’ll find a link to Locations
Services, click it

8. Select Don’t Allow Changes.
This will mean it is impossible for a
robber to disable the Find My
iPhone application from
broadcasting your GPS. You will
now need manually to approve all
new apps to access your location
data.

9. Go back to the main
Restrictions menu and select
Accounts, changing this setting to
Don’t Allow Changes. This makes
it impossible for a mugger to
disconnect your iCloud account
that connects to Find My iPhone.

10. If your iPhone is stolen, it is
only going to transmit its location
for as long as a SIM card is inserted
and is active. You may therefore
wish not to inform your mobile
provider in the case of a robbery
until you have met the police.

You should also register your
mobile serial number on
Immobilise so that should it be
stolen it can be highlighted to all
police forces across England.

►The Control of Dogs Order
1992 requires that any dog in

a public place must wear a collar
with the name and address of its

owner either engraved or
written on a tag. A

telephone number is
optional (but strongly

advisable). An owner can
be fined up to £5000 if the dog is
not wearing identification.

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►It has been brought to our
notice that a lot of dog owners

are allowing their animals to foul on
the verges and are not picking it up.
Can we remind people walking
dogs that they are responsible for
their dog’s fouling and can be
issued with a fixed penalty notice of
£50 (feel lucky, in most districts it’s
£75) or fined up to £1000 in court.
Mind you, if a dog can hang on
until it’s on a 40 mph or more road,
you’re safe. No comfort though for
the walker who treads in it, or for
the pushchair wheel that goes over
it. Consideration, please.
